La Rentrée



-How to order food at a restaurant or snack bar.
-Create an original restaurant or snack bar with the foods of their choice.

-Students create an investigation, questioning "suspects" in order to solve a mystery.
-Compose a story about a theft.


-Explore interesting animal facts.
-The importance of animals and insects.
-Students will describe/illustrate their extraordinary animal on a square of a paper quilt.

-Discover how hobbies and interests can develop into a career.
-Students will interview or research an individual with an interesting career to create a profile.

-Students will explore different art forms and materials to create these art forms.
-Present their own piece of art in a class exhibit.

-Use elements of a legend to create their own story.

-Follow a cross-Canada adventure using various modes of transportation.
-Design their own cross-Canada trip or trip around the world.

-Create and present an illustration or a model of an imaginary dive site.
