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PROGRAM NIGHT - CORE FRENCH
The Core French Program is presented to the students through a communicative approach, which involves the development of basic oral communication, reading and writing skills.  There is an emphasis on oral communication skills - listening to French, understanding what is being said, and expressing themselves in French.  
Success in the French Program is maximized when students:
-listen attentively in class.
-participate actively in class discussions/games/projects.
-speak French in French class! (use les expressions utiles at the front of the class if necessary.)

Typical day in French class:
Warm-up activity - Short reading passage/puzzle/postcard/grammar question, etc. on Smart Bd.
example:  Qui suis-je?
                   Je suis astronaute.
                   Je suis le premier canadien à commander la station spatiale internationale.
                  Récemment, j`ai passé cinq mois en espace.
                  Qui suis-je?  _____________________

Review  of what was studied last class - correction or collection of homework.
New learning - introduction of new material.
Practice - consolidation of new material. (worksheet, creating a dialogue or a skit within a group, etc.)

Games - Use a variety of games to reinforce verbs, numbers,  develop vocabulary, etc.  They are motivating and are one of the best ways to get everyone participating. (BUZZ, chaîne des mots, BOUM!)

Electronic Devices - great for doing research in class, accessing good French websites for translation and skill development purposes.  If used inappropriately their use will be limited.

Homework - Responsibility of the student to record homework in their agenda or their device.  I will post upcoming tests and attempt to get all homework to the website, but should I forget the students are still responsible for homework assigned in class.  Examples of homework might include:  review of new vocabulary, completion of a worksheet started in class, reviewing notes for an upcoming test, collecting items/info for a project.
